ing David cried out to God with this prayer: “But who am I, and who
are my people, that we should be able to give as generously as

this?  Everything comes from you, and we have given you only
what comes from your hand” (1 Chronicles 29:14, NIV).

Take a moment to read 1 Chronicles 29:1-20.  Both David and the people
rejoiced at the work the Lord was doing among them because they knew
that their giving was not from their own hands, but from the blessings
poured out on them from the Lord.  They gave “willingly and with honest
intent” because they were investing in something that was “not for man, but
for the Lord God.”

The Israelites were engaging in “Renovation & Restoration” as they sought
to build a temple as a sanctuary for the Lord but more so as they came to a
place of dependence upon the Lord for His work and provision in their lives.

That theme describes the work that we are also being called to today.
As we seek to bring people into a growing relationship with Jesus Christ.
God is restoring and uniting our hearts as we grow in dependence upon
him.  The renovation of our building, for the sake of greater outreach and
ministry, is a natural expression of this restoration.

The Renovation & Restoration capital campaign needs your prayers and
sacrificial financial commitment to reach our Miracle Goal.  In accepting the
challenge to give “…freely and wholeheartedly to the Lord” (1 Chronicles 29:9),
the worksheets that follow should help you to:

–discover your purpose for giving,
        –develop your plan for giving, and

     –determine your potential for giving.

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Income Generated from Using Unique Skills: You may have marketable abilities
or productive hobbies that could earn extra money to give.

Additional Work Income: Taking an additional or part-time job, or postponing or
ending retirement in order to generate money is a way some could participate.
Youth or children can participate by earning money from babysitting, walking
dogs, or mowing lawns.

Charitable Giving Resources: Reviewing all of your charitable donations and
comparing their benefits with those produced from your church’s project may
encourage you to consolidate all of your charitable giving into this singular effort.

Money from Paid-Off Debts: Resources resulting once debts are paid can
supply a source for giving.

Corporate Gifts: Your business may allow you a way to contribute significantly
and may also offer a matching gifts program.

Sacrifice: Changing your life or lifestyle in order to give would not only generate
additional money to give, but also spiritually affect the person doing it.
